1. You must be saved yourself.

a. John 3:7 “You should not be surprised at my saying, ‘You must be born again.’” (NIV)

b. Rom. 10:9-10 “That if you confess with your mouth, ‘Jesus is Lord,’ and believe in your heart that God raised Him from the dead, you will be saved.  For it is with your heart that you believe and are justified, and it is with your mouth that you confess and are saved.” (NIV)

c. John 1:12 “Yet to all who received Him, to those who believed in His name, He gave the right to become children of God…” (NIV)

d. Acts 4:12 “Salvation is found in no one else, for there is no other name under heaven given to men by which we must be saved.” (NIV)

1.) Deliverance, preservation, safety, salvation.

a. Deliverance from the molestation of enemies

b. In an ethical sense, what concludes to the souls safety or salvation; used of Messianic salvation

2.) Salvation as the present possession of all true Christians.

3.) Future salvation, the sum of benefits and blessings that the Christians, redeemed from all earthly ills, will enjoy after the visible return of Christ from heaven in the consummated and eternal kingdom of God.

2. You must have absolute assurance concerning your salvation.  You must have your confidence grounded in the Word of God.
