Camp Szmuldooh 2011: Faith on FYREPURPOSE: Challenge, encourage and enable students to take personal responsibility for living out their faith.
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Dear Friends,
We are pleased to inform you about Acts 29 Fellowship’s re-launch of our High School youth ministry and our upcoming High School camp: Camp Szmuldooh 2011-Faith on FYRE. Liza Gmetro, our former youth minister, has been called to another mission field and the Lord has called a new team of youth ministers to continue discipling the youth of our city in the love and grace of the Father.  Our passion and desire in FYRE (Fellowship for Youth Revival and Evanglism) is to see our High School youth transformed by a genuine encounter with Jesus. Our goal for camp is to challenge our youth to walk in faith by living a radical, gospel-confirming lifestyle. We are asking our High School students to make unprecedented commitments. Please pray that God would use this time to form close mentoring relationships and activate a lifestyle of faith that testifies to the resurrection life of Christ. We are requiring each teenager to do three things in order to attend this discipleship camp. First, they must make a spiritual commitment by completing Acts 29 Ecclesia’s 3-week One Faith class. Second, they must make a financial commitment of raising 25 toward the cost of camp. And third, a service commitment by faithfully serving beside Acts 29 in service projects. Our youth are eager to attend camp and many of them have already begun working toward these goals. Our hope is to mentor a group of believers who will bring a genuine experience with Jesus Christ into their multi-ethnic culture and generation.
Camp will cost much more than $25 per youth. Please consider partnering with Acts 29 by supporting this camp program. We need serious financial contributions as well as intense prayer support. Our goal is to raise at least $3500 dollars for camp, which will cover food, lodging, travel expenses and activities for the week of August 22nd-27th. PURPOSE: Present a clear and powerful gospel message that emphasizes receiving salvation by faith and that with that salvation comes all that we need for life and godliness. Establish a baseline for the rest of the week: receiving through faith.

8:00 AM pick-ups, packing luggage, departure.
10:00 AM – Arrive at Michindoh Conference center, orientation at Weatherwood Lodge by Michindoh staff, reception of shallow water wrist bands.
Hike/tour of the facilities, explanation of events and what our week may look like logistically. (Assign Leader(s))
11:00 Meeting Room in Weatherwood Lodge (Assign Teacher(s))

Details: A verse that grounds you, one that reminds you of your first love.
Discuss what it means and why they should want it.

2:15 – Teaching at Weatherwood lodgePURPOSE: To present a clear gospel message emphasizing our reception of grace and Christ through 
faith and that Christ provides all we need for life, godliness for the rest of our lives.




Teacher: Jonathan
Gospel message emphasizing God’s gift of Christ according to His grace and how we receive by faith.
· Includes a testimony relating a specific moment of belief and receiving. 
· Emphasizes Christ as the Christian life and that if we have Christ we have all we need to live a life of victorious faith. 
· Power to live is received by faith 
· God’s power and blessing to overcome any situation. Ephesians 2:8, 2 Peter 1:3, Romans 5:8, Ephesians 1:3, Ephesians 3:16-19, 



2:45 – One on One follow-up to teaching. From Weatherwood Lodge to somewhere close but private on the grounds.
PURPOSE: To get the students to make an honest statement of faith or unbelief and ensure that they understand the faith basis of the salvation message. 



Open by responding to the teaching and to Revelation 3:16 
Extract a confession of belief:Yes / No (be honest, it’s better than being fake) / don’t know


	   	Appreciate honesty, emphasize how important that is. Encourage them to be honest with others. Find out why they’re here and what their expectations are. Are they seeking? Encourage them to seek and listen for the next few days.


For either confession of faith, the purpose of the next few days is to demonstrate the actions of your life will reflect your beliefs and will follow your confession. Reiterate that a hypocrite without a real faith but right words has nothing. A broken person with a real faith has all they need for life and godliness and needs to begin to live from that confession. Regardless of personality and situation: What do you believe, focus the student on Jesus not themselves?Jesus is LORD. If you have that confession of faith, that’s all you need to live from, no matter how difficult the next few days may sound or how difficult your situation.


Leaders will try to meet to debrief one-on-one time between 3:15 and 6:15 (gym, unpack, dinner)
3:15 – regroup at Weatherwood Lodge lobby and move to Indoor Gym time.
(Make sure we bring our own volleyball and basketball for this first trip there.)
4:00 – One of the leaders returns to Weatherwood Lodge to check-in and get keys for the Pine Ridge Units. 
When they return we will choose when to end gym time according to the atmosphere and move from the gym to the van, drive to the Pine Ridge Units and unpack No later than 4:45. 
Allow students time to settle in. Leaders talk about rules regarding the housing units, quiet times, bed-times etc. If time allows play board games, get expectations, what they’re looking forward to etc.
5:15 – Dinner at Weatherwood Lodge
6:15 – Field Games and Activities at the Rec Field by the Outdoor Courts
This field time will be alternate between large, long-running high physical games such as Capture the Flag and team-building activities. One leader will make sure the cooler is transported to the field.

8:30 – 8:45 Move from the field to the Bonfire.
One leader will have the snack ready to prepare. One leader will stash the cooler in the van on the way (This means the final game/activity will be missing one person).PURPOSE: Reinforce the main teaching, include reflection on one-on-one time and create an interactive teaching environment: questions and answers, responses from the students, debrief the day.




Facilitator: Stacey – Opens up with questions, reflects on the teaching and then opens up for other thoughts. Staff jump in, interrupt with questions etc. set the feel for the bonfire time. After discussion dies down moves to Andrew’s life-verse/testimony.
Teacher: AndrewPURPOSE: Andrew’s testimony and life verse Revelation 3:16: To challenge and question their position. Do you have a confession of faith? Are you living it? Are you on the fence? With your confession? With your lifestyle? Bringing the one-on-one time into the group.





Try to get the kids to respond to Andrew’s testimony and life-verse. 
Encourage the students to make a public statement of their confession of faith.
10:45 We move back to the Pine Ridge Units, shower for those who want to shower at night.
11:00 No-one leaves the Cabin for the rest of the night. Activities depend on Leaders in their own cabins.

TUESDAY, AUGUST 23rd – Day 2Mostly sunny 72°

PURPOSE: Define and explain what faith is and what it means to believe. Define and explain what a faith walk is. Give practical examples from the Bible and from our lives. 



-Games and activities for this day should work as object lessons, illustrations and analogies for the definitions of faith and the faith walk.
6:30 – Staff meeting and debrief on the porch or outside the Pine Ridge Units
7:30 – Wake-up. Shower for those who didn’t shower at night.
8:15 – Breakfast at Weatherwood Lodge
9:15 – Independent devotions. This first devotion time we keep closer as a group and staff start the students off one-on-one.

9:45 – Teaching at Weatherwood lodgePURPOSE: To define faith and what it means to believe: to have it and to do it. Move from an abstract definition to analogies, object lessons and illustrations.

2:15 – One on One timePURPOSE: To get the students to respond to the examples and evaluate their faith walk.

· What do you think it takes to do?
2:45 – Walk back to Pine Ridge Units, get changed into swim gear.
3:00 – Waterfront time (Leader’s debrief one-on-one time)
5:30 – Dinner at Weatherwood Lodge
6:30 – Disc Golf at Rec Fields
(Grab the cooler from the rooms or the van)
This time will blend into field activities. We should have extra games and activities planned in case disc golf runs short. We will have at least one hour’s worth of activities that can be illustrative of the lessons or related to the lessons.

9:00 – Bonfire
One leader will have the snack ready to prepare. One leader will stash the cooler in the van on the way (This means the final game/activity will be missing one person).PURPOSE: Reinforce the main teaching with further testimonies, include reflection on one-on-one time and create an interactive teaching environment: questions and answers, responses from the students, debrief the day.





Facilitator: Abby
 Opens up with questions, reflects on the teaching and then opens up for other thoughts. Staff jump in, interrupt with questions etc. set the feel for the bonfire time. After discussion dies down moves to Brad’s life-verse: Matthew 6:33.
Jonathan & Andrew share where faith, and their experience with Christ, has led them since salvation. 
Staff and students respond and share testimonies from the one-on-one time and their own lives.

PURPOSE: To teach the students how faith grows, encourage them to develop their faith and give them tools to do so.

9:45 – Teaching at Weatherwood lodgePURPOSE: To illustrate how faith grows, define their responsibility for growing their faith in faith and teach them how they can actively increase their faith, explaining the tools and disciplines for doing so.

10: 15 – Indoor Gym Time
(Teacher’s take time to debrief lessons so far, plan waterfront teaching) At the end of the gym time, go back to change into swim gear.
12:15 – Lunch at Weatherwood Lodge
1:15 – Mud Pit Tug of War
1:45 – Waterfront. Dip into the lake before Canoe Race. Teaching in the middle of the Lake.PURPOSE: To spend more time on earlier topics that need more explaining, to apply the truths to past and present activities.



Teacher: Jonathan
This teaching will be much shorter and more improvised. It may emphasize the relationship between faith and experience.
After teaching we will spend more time in the water.
At 5:00 or 5:15 we will go back to change out of swimwear.
5:30 – Dinner at Weatherwood Lodge
6:30 – Teaching at Weatherwood LodgePURPOSE: To detail the tools that grow our faith, explain how they grow our faith and encourage the students to participate in them.

Each teacher will show how the discipline or action relates to faith. Reveal how doing the action is an act of faith if you do it in the right attitude. Obedience relates directly to faith is part of the context for the teaching. Each teacher should bring their personal experience and testimony to the teaching.

Emphasis should be on faith leading into a greater level of relationship and experience with Jesus and that experience leading to greater faith.

7:30 – One on One timePURPOSE: To share faith-building experiences and look at them through the tools. Encourage the students to go deeper into building their faith. Find out where their faith and spiritual formations are and encouraged them into the next step to build their faith.





Many of the students may look at camp or experiences with Acts 29 as faith-building experiences. Most of these probably fall under fellowship. Try to get testimonies from them of as many of the disciplines as possible. Are there times when they had experiences in prayer? In Bible Study? In memorization? In Worship? Encourage them to branch out and go deeper in each.
8:00 – Game room / free time
9:00 – BonfirePURPOSE: Reflect on one-on-one time and create an interactive teaching environment: questions and answers, responses from the students, debrief the day. Show how faith defines us.

Jonathan’s Life Verse: Philippians 3:10-14
Faith in Christ funnels our life through His lordship. We are defined by what we believe, what we love, what we pursue. Does what we love and pursue reflect our belief in Christ? 
10:45 – Back in Rooms, Showers for those who didn’t shower in the morning.
11:00 – All students and activities in lodges / cabins

Thursday August 25th – Day 4 Sunny and warmer 88°

PURPOSE: To focus on real life, practical applications of the faith walk, looking at real life decisions and actions. To exercise what was learned.

One-on One TimePURPOSE: To address individual obstacles in their lives and in their situation (back home), help them know where to grow, help them pick a life-verse if they haven’t already picked one.

· Identify what tools they’re good at and what tools they need to work with more
10:15 – Hiking & Wilderness Games

1:15 – Teaching at FieldPURPOSE: To build their faith in a specific direction (the issues identified in one-on-one time), to strengthen what is weak in their use and knowledge of the tools.




Teacher: All
Jonathan introduces the workshops, their purpose, the logistics and encourages the students to focus on a particular issue they need faith for. Students may be drafted to help for certain workshops depending on their interests and talents.
Each of us will be leading a separate workshop on the tool we taught about the day before. Instead of teaching, the leader will lead the students in an interactive practice or exercise of the tool. Each leader will be at a “station” and the group will rotate to different locations.

They will pick us up at the game room at 7:45. They will drop us off at the bonfire location after the hayride.
8:45 – BonfirePURPOSE: Reflect on one-on-one time and create an interactive teaching environment: questions and answers, responses from the students, debrief the day. To provide personal testimonies about having faith and assurance in real life and the future.
